Release catches on divided second seat. Second seat folds down. A lever flips the third seat downward. With a final push, floor folds flat.

Sportvan is a space vehicle for families.

Sportvans can carry eight and Series 30 long-
wheelhase models up to 12 with available seats.

The Beauville model features a new
luxury interior (shown above) available with
high-back front bucket seats, choice of woven
cloth upholstery with vinyl trim or durable all-
vinyl, and door and sidewall trim panels with
simulated teakwood inserts.

Side entry is through a sliding door that
needs only 43^" clearance. And double rear
panel doors open up on 260 cubic feet of
cargo room when the standard or available
passenger seats are removed by use of new
quick release latches (shown below).

Some call Suburban the superwagon.
It can take up to nine with available seats,
or carry up to 144 cubic feet of cargo—that's
about half again as much as many wagons.
And you can carry that cargo almost anywhere
with Suburban's available full-time or
conventional 4-wheel drive.

It comes in two series, and it's available
in trim levels that include the Scottsdale
(shown above) and the Silverado, with foam-
cushioned front seat upholstered in either
luxurious ribhed-pattern velour cloth or supple
huffalo-hide grained vinyl, with cut-pile
polyester carpeting, door trim panels with
simulated tigerwood inserts, map pockets on
front door trim panels and full-gauge
instrumentation.
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Suburban is also a remarkable tow vehicle.
A Series 20 model can be equipped to pull up
to 14,500 pounds, including the weight of the
trailer, equipment, passengers and Suburban.
Also, you have a choice of rear doors—wagon-
type tailgate or large double doors that swing
fully open.

Blazer Is the go-almost-anywhere
sport vehicle.
Blazer was named "4-Wheeler of the Year"
by 4-Wheeler Magazine in 1975. One reason
was the available special suspension that pro
vides a very comfortable ride with 4-wheel
drive. For 1976, this suspension is standard
equipment.

Blazer's hood, front fenders and tailgate
are fabricated from two single sheets of steel.
Double-wall construction is also used in doors,
windshield pillars, roof, front cowl and rear
side panels. Inside, you can specify seating for
up to five. Interior choices include the avail
able Cheyenne interior and the standard
Custom Deluxe interior (shown above).

There are quahty
features hke a removable

fiberglass-reinforced plastic top over the rear
and a new, permanent steel half top with a
built-in roll bar that covers the front passenger
area. With Turbo Hydra-matic, the 4-wheel-
drive system is full time. And while Blazer
has ample ground clearance for off-road use,
the entry height is conveniently low.
